Description 1

1. The Parachute Rigger Badge depicts a parachute surmounted by a boomerang with the word
’RIGGER’ and contained in a wattle wreath. The badge is shown in figure 6G–1.

Eligibility 6.2

2. The badge may be worn by a member who has qualified as a parachute rigger in accordance
with trade sponsor requirements.

3. Table 6G–1 shows the items of dress on which the badge is worn and the type of badge worn
on those items of dress. The badge is not worn on any item of dress not included in the table.
