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	Preamble

1. The DEHP provides expert environmental advice on Stage 4 remediation projects by preparing project documentation, engaging stakeholders, developing planning documents and assessing remediation options, monitoring of work areas for environmental purposes, collection and analysis of validation and characterisation samples.  Civil works components of Stage 4 Projects are outside of the scope of services offered under the DEHP agreement and some of the companies do not have this capability.  
2. The Defence Remediation Multi User List (RMUL) was established in March 2008 and is a key method of selecting contractors to undertake Contamination Remediation Civil Works.  The Commonwealth Procurement Guidelines (CPGs) define a multi-use list as a list, intended for use in more than one procurement process of pre-qualified suppliers who have satisfied the conditions for participation for inclusion on the list.  Inclusion on a multi-use list provides certainty for potential suppliers that they have been recognised as meeting conditions for participation.  It does not guarantee a potential supplier that an agency will include them in a select tender process.

	Scope of Services

Type of Service

Examples

1. Remediation Civil works (i.e. any physical remediation or associated works) 

For example, but not limited to, applicants may have experience in one, a range or all of the following Decommissioning, removal and validation of Above and Underground storage tanks, Sediment and erosion control works, Geophysics and UXO safe path finding, Onsite Capping and Containment. Excavation and offsite disposal, Vitrification, Soil washing, Immobilisation/Stabilisation, Catalytic Chemical Oxidation, Thermal Oxidation, Acid leaching, Air sparging, Bioremediation and Phytoremediation, Permeable reactive barriers, Pump and treat, Soil vapour extraction, Solvent extraction, Identification and clean up of asbestos in soil.

2. Reinstatement of remediated Sites

For example, but not limited to, refilling of excavations with stockpiled clean material or validated imported backfill as appropriate; and topsoiling and revegetation.

3. Remediation Works Design and Validation

For example, but not limited to, works contractor will be required to conduct all aspects of siting, design, method of works, approvals/licences/compliance certificates from relevant issuing authorities, insurances, operation, classification (including certification as FFE) and treatment of contaminants/materials, waste tracking/controls, site management & access control/security and decommissioning as appropriate in consultation with the Defence Contract Manager.

4. Other

For example, but not limited to, ability to Identify and/or experience with design and delivery of innovative remediation techniques.
