Other LWSC Publications

Working Papers
LWSC Working Papers are vehicles for 
initiating, encouraging or nurturing debate 
concerning the application of land warfare 
concepts and capabilities to the security of 
Australia and its interests. 

Working Papers are generally not large 
and, by their nature, are not intended to 
be definitive.

Word Count: 7–15 000 words

Study Papers
Study Papers are vehicles for progressing 
professional discussion and debate 
concerning the application of land warfare 
concepts and capabilities to the security of 
Australia and its interests. 
Study Papers are larger and, by 
their nature, are intended to be as 
comprehensive and definitive as possible. 

Word Count: 15–35 000 words

Articles need to be written in a professional 
academic style and contain original and 
relevant ideas.

Word Count: 2–5000 words

Review Essays

A review essay gives an author the chance to 
evaluate a topic by writing a critical discussion 
about a book, or number of books, while also 
evaluating wider ideas and discussion in the essay.   

Review essays expand on the concept of a book 
review, taking an in-depth look at the topics raised 
by the books included in the review. Most review 
essays focus on a theme or central premise. 

Word Count: 1500–3000 words

Book Reviews

A book review critically appraises a book, taking 
into account aspects such as writing style, 
content, the potential audience and how the 
book fits within the existing body of literature on 
a given topic.

Reviews evaluate the ability of the book’s author 
to get their point across, placing the book within 
a wider body of work. The reviewer should make 
a judgement about the book they are reviewing—
would you recommend it?  If so, why?

Word Count: 500–1000 words

Awarded annually, 
the Chauvel carries a $1000 cash prize and a 
Certificate awarded by the Chief of Army.
