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Dear Residents,

As a result of the Victorian bushfires in February 2009, the government has developed Code Red Fire Danger Days, when extreme bushfire weather is predicted. The Department of Education and Early Childhood have compiled a register of facilities (schools and child care centres) in the  Mornington Peninsula region that will be affected. Please see the list of facilities attached.
On these Code Red Fire Danger Days the facilities will be required to be closed within 48 hours, with a final decision being made at midday of the day prior to the intended closure. No staff or students will be able to attend the facility when notice to close has been given. The Department is also warning that no children should be left home alone during this period for safety reasons. School buses may also be affected on these days.
Whilst parents will be given 48 hours notice, it is essential that you provide accurate contact details at the facility that you child/children attend, in case of closure being required urgently at short notice. You may consider providing the contact details of relatives or friends in the area that can be relied upon to collect your child/children if you are unavailable. It will be a necessity to make other arrangements for the care of your children on these classified days if you are unable to.
It is also essential that your PMKeys are up to date with essential contact details and recognized dependants listed.
