NMCRL+ Display of FIIG drawings 

This feature allows the user to see the FIIG pictures in the Item of Supply search 

Links with CPV codes 

The goal of this feature is to display the CPV codes into NMCRL+; useful for some users for 

international procurement.

NMCRL+ CD/DVD development 

Replacement of the current NMCRL CD/DVD version, based on the same functionalities. 

Feasibility study was achieved in January 2010. Product should be operational in December.

Customer management tool development 

As part of the initial NTIR project, this tool should replace the obsolete NAMSA tool to 

manage NMCRL, NMCRL+, NCS subscriptions. 

Links with UID 

This feature should allow the user to identify the Items of Supply for which a tracking is 

necessary. The scope implementation consists on the addition of a UID flag (yes/no) linked 

to the NSN and the countries - This links was requested by the UID working group.

Custom codes phase 2 

Requested by MG and studied by US NCB. At the moment 52% of the NSN have a link with 

HS custom codes and have been displayed in to NMCRL+ Item of Suply search.

To cover a larger scope of items a phase 2 has been proposed. The link identification 

process is not so easy and is using some characteristics data.

Links with RN related codes ( Non expert mode) 

Was requested by BSC and is in study by modernization WG, the aim is to give 2 visions of 

the data in NMCRL: an "expert vision" for codifiers and a simpler, easier to understand for 

other types of users.

WEB service application  

This feature should let codification/logistics applications interact with NMCRL+ through the 

internet and in a secured manner to retrieve in real time codification information.

Decision Support System DSS (Business information service) Version1

NMCRL+ Display of Images 

Functionality proposed by the Modernization WG and studied by the US NCB. The goal of this project is to publish on the 

NMCRL+ web site the images by reference number 

Links with RIC codes

A " tiger team" SHAPE-AC/135 co-chaired by Belgium NCB director is studying this issue in the framework of future NATO 

LOGFS IT system. AC/135 is in favor of the principle of an automated data identification updated in LOGFS. It should be 

based on web service principle. Development, operational and maintenance cost of the interface will be covered by the 

LOGFS project. NAMSA need more information in order to evaluate cost and planning. Belgium NCB is studying a simple 

way to insert it in NMCRL. 

US Pharmaceutical INC 

Studied in Panel A. The goal of this project is to provide a cross reference in the NMCRL and NMCRL+ 

between ñstandardò and AEUSA INCs that relate to medical/pharmaceutical items, so that someone who screens either will 

get a list of NSNs for both

Segments W Studied in Modernization WG. The goal of this project requested by the 

Modernization WG is to insert some packaging data into NMCRL+ from the country that 

accepts it . 

NACOMS Re-engineering Approval on a yearly basis

This 3.5 years project started in January 2010 for the specifications definition and functional 

and technical analysis.

Co-founded with NAMSA it should replace the current NACOMS system, developed in 

1997 and which will be no more sustained after 2013 without heavy upgrade investments. 

A detailed Project Description and Execution Plan document has been produced and 

provided to the AC/135.
