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Plan for Remediation of Contaminated Groundwater.

Defence and ADI have been in close consultation with the NSW EPA on the details of the Plan of Remediation. Further amendments are presently being considered.  Where ever possible Defence and ADI will continue to implement the now revised Plan for Remediation of Contaminated Groundwater whilst awaiting the Plan’s finalisation.  

Surface Water and Soil Contamination Report

The draft URS report, which looked at surface water and soil contamination is still being reviewed by the NSWEPA.  It is proposed that the Mulwala Community Consultation Group will be briefed on the Plan for Remediation and the timeframe for its implementation once it has been finalised.

New ADI Environmental Officer

Mr Doug Wilson has taken up the position of Environmental Manager at the Propellants, Explosives and Explosives Facility, Mulwala. Doug is a an environmental specialist with over ten years experience at major chemical plants.He has a masters degree in environmental pollution control. Fencing of the tip 

The fencing to isolate the old quarry and tip on the Water Tower Hill has been completed.

Remediation of the drain site

Contracts will be let shortly to remove contaminated soil from the drainage channel outside of the facility fenceline.  A plan for the remediation will be presented to the EPA and Corowa Shire Council for review.  Residents with properties running along the channel will be consulted and kept informed on the nature and schedule for the works.  Some lopping of tree branches and replacement of fences may be necessary.

Effluent treatment improvements

Defence has provide funds of over $1 million for the replacement of various effluent drains and sumps at the facility. This initiative will make a significant contribution to improving the quality of groundwater on and flowing from the site.
