Plan for Remediation of Contaminated Groundwater.

Defence and the ADI have received a response from the NSW EPA and will commence implementing the Plan for Remediation of Contaminated Groundwater.  The first step will involve the installation of point of use filters for bores located in the Mulwala Estate. 

Surface Water and Soil Contamination Report

The draft URS report, which looked at surface water and soil contamination has now been completed and is out for comment.  The attached letter provides the details for the public meeting, which will discuss the findings of the study.
