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DEFENCE BULK FUEL INSTALLATION FACILITY

CONTRACTOR ACCREDITATION
1. It is the requirement that Maintenance Agents appointed through/as the CMS contractor by Defence perform the maintenance works specified in accordance with the Bulk Fuel Installation Facility Maintenance Instruction and Defence Standard DEF(AUST)5695 “Minimum Standards of Practice for the Storage, Handling and Quality Control of Fuels, Lubricants and Allied Products”.

2. Additionally, the Department of Defence identifies the quality and availability of fuels for aviation and marine use by the ADF as priority performance areas in support of Defence capability.

3. Therefore, appropriately qualified and competent maintenance personnel are identified and appointed under the CMS.  CMS shall ensure adequate standards of maintenance service and capability, qualified to the standards as defined in the Bulk Fuel Installation facility Maintenance Instruction.  
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
