RAAF BASE WILLIAMTOWN TOMORROW

What:
Farewell of departing pilots and ground crew of the four F/A-18 Hornets prior to their deployment as part of the Australian contingent joining the International Coalition Against Terrorism.  The F/A-18 Hornets are Australia’s frontline fighter aircraft

When: 
9:15am for 9:45am, Friday 9th November.

Where:
Media are requested to meet no later than 9:15am at the front gates of RAAF Base Williamtown.  Photographic identification will be required to gain access to the RAAF Base.

Who:
Chief of Air Force, Air Marshall Angus Houston and Dr Brendan Nelson, Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister for Defence will farewell the pilots and ground crew along with family and friends of the personnel deploying.  The farewell will be marked with a ‘fly over’ by two F/A-18 Hornets.

IMPORTANT NOTE

For security reasons, media will not be permitted to interview or identify pilots/ground crew or their families. Camera operators and photographers are not to obtain ‘close up’ or identifying shots of individuals. 

In the current environment we are very conscious of the need for safety and privacy of our personnel and their families and hope the public understand our reasons for not making them available for interviews, or publishing their personal details.
