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LAND ENVIRONMENTAL WORKING GROUP – DECEMBER 2001

The Land Environment Working Group (Land EWG), a sub group of Defence’s Capability Development Advisory Forum (CDAF), will hold its next gathering with Industry and Governmental Representatives at the Royal Military College, Duntroon, on 4 December in Badcoe Hall. 

The aim of the Land EWGs is to facilitate early Industry consultation with Defence on capability development matters and will be chaired by Brigadier Steve Quinn, Director-General Land Development (DGLD).

The guest speaker on this occasion will be Mr Mike Scrafton, who has recently returned to Defence as the Head of Infrastructure Division within the Corporate Services and Infrastructure Group.  Previously, Mr Scrafton was the Senior Adviser in the Office of the Minister for Defence.

Other speakers will include Mr Don McDonough from Tenix Defence Systems who is also the Land EWG Deputy Chair.

Project briefs on the day will focus on possible future capabilities for the Land Combat Force of the Enhanced Combat Force and the Army After Next.  These briefs will cover topic such as:

· Mobility Systems – projects that provide mobility of equipment and personnel (not distribution of supplies);

· Electro/Optic/Sensors-projects dealing with information transfer from sensors;

· Weapons and Heavy Armament – projects dealing with major combat systems and small weapons systems;

· Counter Mobility – projects dealing with counter mine technology, area denial tactics; and

· Logistics – projects dealing with medical, maintenance, distribution (bulk liquid and stores) and base support operations.

Discussions will centre on how Industry can formulate future business strategies for dealing with Defence, and the new Industry Engagement Plan (IEP) with the Nondisclosure Agreements that Defence will implement as part of the IEP.  Syndicate style updates and discussions on Land Development projects are also planned.
