Defence Chief Visits Australian Defence Force Deployed in Middle East
The Chief of the Defence Force, General Peter Cosgrove, is visiting Australian Defence Force personnel currently deployed in the Middle East Area of Operations on his way back to Australia from the dedication of the Australian War Memorial in London.

During his visit to Baghdad on Wednesday, November 12, 2003, General Cosgrove met with the Commander of the Coalition Forces in Iraq, Lieutenant General Ricardo Sanchez before spending time with the Australian Security Detachment, and calling on the staff at the Australian Representative Office.  

General Cosgrove then visited the Australian Joint Headquarters before spending the evening with Australian and Coalition Provisional Authority personnel at Australian military accommodation in Baghdad.

On Thursday, November 13, 2003, General Cosgrove visited Australian logistic elements, participated in a RAAF P3 Orion maritime patrol aircraft operational flight and visited HMAS Newcastle in the Persian Gulf.

General Cosgrove will then return to Australia.
