Black Hawks fly in to support Commando exercise
Black Hawk helicopters will arrive in Canberra tomorrow morning (21 November) to support the final day of the Commando Reserve Response Force (CRRF) activity, Exercise Strike Shield.

The helicopters will operate from Canberra Airport and fly over the Majura military training area and the old ADF Helicopter School flight training area to the West of Canberra for much of the morning.

It is expected the helicopters will return to Sydney by mid-afternoon.

Black Hawk helicopters are a possible means of transporting the CRRF to an incident site.

The training tomorrow is to ensure CRRF members are familiar with the safety aspects of operating with the helicopters and rehearsing simple activities such as boarding the aircraft while the rotors are turning.
