Navy Provides Assistance

The Royal Australian Navy has provided assistance to the Royal Flying doctors in Western Australia and an Australian flagged yacht near Bali over the last 24 hour period.

A Royal Australian Navy Seahawk from 816 Squadron transported personnel from the Royal Flying doctor service to a seriously injured patient in a remote Western Australian location (120 miles south of Kalgoorlie) last night.  The helicopter and crew are now making their way back to Nowra, NSW having completed an exercise with Australian and New Zealand units off the Western Australian Exercise Area. 

In addition, HMAS Leeuwin, one of the Navy’s two Hydrographic Survey ships is currently providing assistance to a yacht ‘Wild Fortune’ experiencing engine problems north east of Bali. All personnel are safe but very relieved to have the Navy’s help.
