Australian Defence Force training in Maribyrnong, VIC

The Australian Defence Force will be undertaking a military training course within the Maribyrnong Defence Facility from 10 - 22 Nov 2005, as part of a comprehensive program to ensure the ADF’s ability to deal with security-related incidents is well practiced.

The training will be conducted during normal working hours and at night, within the Maribyrnong Defence Facility. 

Soldiers will not be using any live ammunition during the conduct of the training, however they will use blank and simulated ammunition, as well as simulated grenades. This simulated ammunition will result in loud explosive sounds, which are likely to be heard by local residents living in the areas surrounding the Maribyrnong Defence Facility.

The training activities involving the simulated ammunition will mainly occur during the period 12 – 21 Nov 2005. This training will occur during the day and into the evening, however all activities will cease by 11.00pm each day.

The training is designed to teach soldiers various techniques required to operate in urban areas.

Safety procedures will be in place to ensure no residents or unauthorised persons can inadvertently enter the training area, within the Maribyrnong Facility.

The Victorian Police and local Emergency Services have been informed of the training. Local residents have also been delivered a letter notifying them of the training.
