THE FUNERAL OF WARRANT OFFICER DAVID NARY 

The funeral of Warrant Officer Class 2 David Nary, who was tragically killed during a training exercise in the Middle East on Sunday 6 November 2005, will be held in Perth tomorrow (16 Nov 2005).

The Nary family has again requested that media organisations respect their privacy and do not attempt to attend the funeral.

42-year-old Warrant Officer Nary was one of Australia's finest soldiers, with an army career spanning 24 years. His service with the elite Special Air Service Regiment began in 1989.

During his long career, Warrant Officer Nary served the nation on operations in the Sinai, East Timor and Afghanistan. 

Most recently, he was deployed to the Middle East to prepare for further operational tasks.

While participating in a routine training activity, Warrant Officer Nary was struck by a vehicle and despite the best medical efforts of his colleagues, he died at the scene.

His body was repatriated to Australia on Thursday 10 November 2005.
