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THE FUNERAL OF WARRANT OFFICER DAVID NARY 

Hundreds of people have today packed Perth's Pinaroo Memorial Gardens chapel for the funeral of Warrant Officer Class 2 David Nary, who was tragically killed in a training accident in the Middle East on Sunday 6 November 2005.

Warrant Officer Nary's family was joined by their large circle of extended family and friends, and by past and present members of the Perth-based Special Air Service Regiment. 

The Chief of Army, Lt- Gen. Peter Leahy, the Commander Special Forces, Maj-Gen Mike Hindmarsh, and the Federal Minister for the Environment, Senator Ian Campbell representing the Minister for Defence Senator Hill, were also on hand to pay their respects to the 42-year-old career soldier who had joined the army at the age of 18 in 1981.

During his 24-year military career, Warrant Officer Nary saw operational service in the Sinai, East Timor and Afghanistan. 

Most recently, he was deployed to the Middle East to prepare for further operational tasks.

While participating in a routine training activity, Warrant Officer Nary was struck by a vehicle and despite the best medical efforts of his colleagues, he died at the scene.

The cortege carrying Warrant Officer Nary's coffin was met at the Pinaroo Gardens chapel by a 12-member SASR honour guard and carried inside by the same bearer party of fellow Warrant Officers who had received him at Perth airport last Thursday.

At the conclusion of the service, the honour guard fired three volleys and the bugler played the Last Post in tribute to the passing of one of the nation's finest soldiers.
