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GREAT ACHIEVEMENTS DURING AIR FORCE EAST COAST AIR DEFENCE EXERCISE

Collaborative Air Force training activities currently underway during the East Coast Air Defence Exercise (ECADEX) have proven to be invaluable.

This significant military operation, in partnership with the Royal Australian Navy, has provided Air Force personnel with the opportunity to practice and utilise skills, delivering the vital training necessary to protect the integrity of Australian air space and vital infrastructure.

Commander Air Combat Group, Air Commodore Kym Osley, praised the efforts of Air Force personnel participating in ECADEX operations.

ECADEX is operating from RAAF Base Williamtown and RAAF Base Amberley, and is being conducted in the east coast military training area off the central coast, mid north coast and north coast of NSW. Communities in coastal areas along the exercise area may report flare sightings that may or may not be associated with the Exercise. These flares should not be confused with potential distress flares of vessels in the area, which are red in colour. Communities within the exercise area may also continue to notice the effects of supersonic aircraft during the remaining days of the exercise, which concludes on Friday 29 November.

Aircraft involved in exercise activity include F-111 strike and Learjet aircraft from RAAF Base Amberley, Hawk and F/A-18 Hornet fighter aircraft from RAAF Base Williamtown, as well as a Boeing 707T Tanker aircraft (33SQN) providing support from RAAF Richmond. A Royal Australian Navy ANZAC class frigate, HMAS Parramatta and a Torpedo Recovery Vessel located offshore from Newcastle are also involved in ECADEX operations.
Exercise flying will be conducted throughout the day with the majority of exercise flying due to cease by 11.30pm. Exercise activity may include some low flying within the Williamtown military airspace.
