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ADELAIDE RESEARCH COLLABORATION TO BENEFIT DEFENCE
The Defence Science and Technology Organisation (DSTO) and the University of Adelaide have signed a new Strategic Alliance Agreement.

Building upon an initial agreement in place since early 2004, DSTO and the university are planning a number of initiatives, including a new centre of expertise. DSTO will sponsor 10 $500 scholarships for final-year honours students engaged in the study of future technologies for defence and national security applications.

“I am very pleased we have been able to expand this important relationship with the University of Adelaide,” DSTO’s Deputy Chief Defence Scientist (Information and Weapon Systems), Dr Warren Harch said.

“This renewed agreement strengthens a long-standing mutually beneficial relationship and enhances our ability to communicate at a strategic level across vital areas of research important to the defence of Australia and national security.”

DSTO and the University of Adelaide have collaborated for many years in a number of research areas. In 2003, DSTO established two professorial chairs at the university, one in microwave radar and the other in photonics.

Under the alliance, DSTO and the university also established a Centre of Expertise in Photonics and a Centre of Expertise in Phased Array and Microwave Radar, both founded in 2005.

Through the alliance DSTO has provided research funding of more than $5 million for the professorial chairs as well as postdoctoral research; postgraduate research and numerous projects under the centres of excellence; graduate student projects under a DSTO industry program; and student undergraduate scholarships.
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
