The Christmas stand down period, an initiative which falls under the auspices of Chief of Navy's "New Generation Navy" program, will not have an impact on the Navy’s contribution to Australia’s national security and ability to respond to emergency tasking.

The stand down will not impact operations and is designed to ensure that RAN personnel who are not required for operational or emergency stand-by tasking are able to take a meaningful period of time off and spend time with their families. This is about nurturing our staff and working smarter, not harder. 
New Generation Navy (NGN) is a Chief of Navy initiative that aims to make Navy an employer of choice, thereby improving retention and recruitment. The NGN program will do this through cultural reform, a leadership and values program and structural reform.
