AIR FORCE SUPPORT TO AUSTRALIA DAY IN CANBERRA
The Royal Australian Air Force will conduct several flypasts over Canberra as part of Australia Day celebrations. Flying activities will involve F/A-18 Hornet fighters, PC-9s and the Air Force hot air balloon.

Sunday 25 January 
8.10pm. Four PC-9s from the Air Force Roulettes will conduct a flying display over Federation Mall (between Old and New Parliament Houses) as part of the Australian of the Year Awards.

Monday 26 January 
10.30am. Four F/A-18 Hornet aircraft from No 77 Squadron, based at RAAF Williamtown will conduct a flypast over the flag raising ceremony at Regatta Point on Lake Burley Griffin. The jets will fly at an altitude of between 300 and 500 metres and at approximately 650 km/h.  The formation will then head over the eastern basin of Lake Burley Griffin where the lead jet will conduct a vertical climb. 

Monday 26 January 
From 8.10pm. The Air Force Balloon will conduct a static display beside the central basin of Lake Burley Griffin leading up to the start of the fireworks.  The Balloon will then reposition to the Commonwealth Place Jetty to provide a burner display during the fireworks that commence at 9.00pm.
