The Australian Defence Force (ADF) is inviting expressions of interest to conduct ANZAC Day interviews with ADF personnel deployed overseas.  

More than 3000 ADF members are currently serving on operations around the world.

Anzac Day will be a normal working day for most deployed Service personnel, but most will be able to pause for a short time to pay their respects.

Expressions of interest should include: 

1. Preferred ADF operation for the interview;

2. Preference for a pre-recorded or live interview (please consider time differences between Australia and operational areas); and 

3. Preferred date and time of interview.  

Every effort will be made to facilitate interview requests.   

Many of the ADF’s 53,000 permanent members and 20,000 reservists will participate in Anzac Day activities both within Australia and overseas to remember all those who have served and died in all wars, conflicts and peacekeeping operations. ADF commemoration activities on Anzac Day will include detachments from Australia’s Federation Guard providing a ceremonial guard for services at Gallipoli and Villers-Bretonneux, France.
