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TWO AUSTRALIAN SOLDIERS WOUNDED IN SOUTHERN AFGHANISTAN ON 04 APRIL - UPDATE

An Australian Special Forces soldier who suffered life-threatening wounds in a recent improvised explosive device (IED) incident in Southern Afghanistan on Saturday 04 April has returned to Australia for further medical treatment.

Chief of Army, Lieutenant General Ken Gillespie, said he was encouraged by reports that the soldier’s condition has improved and that he has had the support of his family nearby.

“The soldier has responded well to treatment and is making very good progress. The NATO medical hospital in Germany is a world-class facility with some of the most experienced trauma-care specialists in the world,” Lieutenant General Ken Gillespie said. 

“The soldier and his family have returned to Australia where he will continue to receive ongoing care and medical treatment”.

“It is important to note that the Special Operations Task Group continues to be extremely effective in its ability to disrupt Taliban extremist command and control processes and support structures.”

The other soldier who received minor wounds will remain in Southern Afghanistan and will soon resume his duties.
