Background:

Air Force is confident that it has located the wreckage of the missing Canberra bomber flown by Flying Officer Michael Herbert and Pilot Officer Robert Carver.

Flying Officer Herbert and Pilot Officer Carver are the last two missing Australian Defence Force members from the Vietnam conflict. 

The aircraft wreckage is in thick jungle in an extremely rugged, remote and sparsely populated area of Quang Nam Province, Vietnam.

Flying Officer Herbert and Pilot Officer Carver were lost with the aircraft on 3 November 1970 while returning to base following a bombing mission.
