Media Background:
The Five Companies on Parade will be formed by 375 members of the Corps of Staff Cadets and will include cadets from all three classes at the College. 

The reviewing Officer for the Trooping of the Colour Ceremony will be Her Excellency Ms Quentin Bryce AC, Governor General of the Commonwealth of Australia.

The Queen’s Colour was trooped for the first time at the College on the Queen’s Birthday Parade in 1956. This tradition has since continued on an annual basis.
Colours were first presented to The Royal Military College by His Royal Highness the Duke of York (later King George VI) when he visited Australia in 1927. These Colours are now lodged in the Headquarters of the Royal Military College of Australia, Patterson Hall.

The present Colours were presented by Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II in May 1988.

The Band of the Royal Military College will provide music accompaniment for the Trooping the Colour ceremony.

The Royal Military College of Australia is the only commissioning source for officers entering service in the Australian Army.
