Background:

An Air Force-led team has recovered the remains of FLGOFF Herbert and PLTOFF Carver, who were lost with their Canberra bomber on 3 November 1970, while returning to base following a bombing mission.

Flying Officer Herbert and Pilot Officer Carver from No. 2 Squadron were Australia’s last missing ADF members from the Vietnam War.
