Background:
Navy is again the naming rights sponsor of the George Bass Surfboat Marathon for 2009/10.
The marathon is a biannual event in which both male and female surf boat crews compete over a consecutive period of seven days.

The teams row their surfboats along 180km of the south coast of NSW from Bateman’s Bay to Eden between 3 - 9 January 2010.

It’s the longest, toughest Surfboat Race in the world over open sea.
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
