REDEVELOPMENT OF LAVARACK BARRACKS

Defence Minister Robert Hill today announced the appointment of Thiess Pty Ltd as the Managing Contractor to deliver Stage 3 of the Redevelopment of Lavarack Barracks in Townsville, Queensland.

Thiess has successfully managed the design and construction of the recently completed Stage 2 Redevelopment, which has replaced existing living-in accommodation with modern facilities and provided three messes co-located with the living-in accommodation precincts.

 “The Stage 3 redevelopment will enhance the overall effectiveness of a major element of our ready deployment force, the 3rd Brigade,” Senator Hill said.

“Improvements to the facilities in Townsville underlines the Federal Government’s commitment to Defence personnel and capability.” 

The works are valued at about $170 million and include construction of administrative, training, warehousing, storage and vehicle support facilities.

The Stage 3 redevelopment will start to replace the working accommodation for 3rd Brigade, other Land Command force elements and Training Command Units.

Lavarack Barracks currently supports a population of 3,500 military and civilian personnel and is one of the Army’s largest bases.  

Previous stages of the Lavarack Barracks redevelopment have focussed on providing operational and support facilities for the base.

Stage 3 is scheduled to be completed by December 2005.
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
