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Special Forces to get new sniper night sights
Australia’s elite Special Forces and other select infantry units will get new night vision sights for sniper rifles to improve their night fighting capability, Defence Minister Robert Hill announced today.  

A request for tender has been issued today to two companies to supply the specialist equipment for the Australian Defence Force.  

The Norwegian firm SIMRAD Optronics and the United States firm Diversified Optical Products – which have both previously supplied similar equipment to Defence – have until 9 October 2002 to submit their tenders for the contract.  

“Night vision systems have been successfully used by our soldiers in operations in Timor and Afghanistan – enabling them to be secure and effective at night as well as during the day,” Senator Hill said.  

“Our Special Forces already operate a variety of state-of-the-art systems.  The multi-million dollar project for new sniper night sights will further enhance the options available to them.”

Senator Hill said the purchase of Sniper Night Sights continued the Government’s White Paper commitment to improve the night fighting capability of the Army.  
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
