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FRAN BAILEY LAUNCHES RANDWICK COMMUNITY CENTRE

GROUNDBREAKING CEREMONY 

The Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister for Defence, Fran Bailey, today launched the ‘groundbreaking’ ceremony at the Randwick Army Barracks on the site that will become the much anticipated Randwick Community Centre.

The Centre will be the largest purpose built community facility in the City of Randwick, and the neighbourhood park will incorporate shared pedestrian/cycle paths, a children’s play area, and an open plan barbeque area. A pre-school, family day-care facility and contained outdoor play areas will also be established at the site. 

The planned Community Centre is the result of an agreement between Defence and the Randwick City Council to develop new facilities for the local community that will provide safe, sustainable and modern amenities for the people of Randwick and surrounding communities.

Fran Bailey said that the development of the Community Centre at Randwick is a unique opportunity for Defence to contribute to the local area, and would provide for the existing and future needs of the community for many years.

“The Department of Defence, in partnership with the Randwick City Council, has today launched what will no doubt be a wonderful asset to the local community, and one which will allow generations of people to enjoy for years to come”, Fran Bailey said.

“The Community Centre will involve the construction of three buildings and an adjacent neighbourhood park that will comfortably integrate with the surrounding urban environment in a way that recognises the unique natural environment of the area, and that provides for a range of community and recreational activities”.

Fran Bailey said she is impressed with the enthusiasm that has surrounded the establishment of the Centre, and the dedicated involvement of the wider community in getting the project under way.

“I am pleased that the initiative between Defence and Randwick City Council in creating the Community Centre is going to provide meaningful opportunities for people, young and old, to come together and enjoy the beautiful environment that Randwick has to offer – now and into the future”, Ms Bailey said.
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
