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NEW $130 MILLION DEFENCE CONTRACTS A BOON TO LOCAL ECONOMY 

IN THE SOUTH AUSTRALIA REGION

New five-year Defence contracts for garrison support and maintenance services valued at $130 million will deliver a significant boon to the economy in the South Australia Region, according to the Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister for Defence, Teresa Gambaro.

“Today, I am pleased to announce that a significant portion of the total value of these contracts will be invested back into businesses in the local communities around Defence bases in the South Australia Region,” Ms Gambaro said.

“This includes opportunities in country areas across South Australia, Broken Hill and Alice Springs.
Transfield Services (Australia) Pty Limited has been selected as the contract provider for the provision of garrison support services (GSS) and Spotless Services Australia Limited for the provision of comprehensive maintenance services (CMS).

Transfield Services and Spotless will use local providers and suppliers in the South Australia region to deliver approximately 20 per cent of the value of the garrison support contract and 30 per cent of the value of the comprehensive maintenance services contract.

Transfield Services will provide a wide range of base support services including hospitality and catering, waste management, security and cleaning. Spotless Services will provide a range of facilities maintenance services.  Both contracts are for an initial period of five years.

“Today’s announcement will ensure we sustain the quality of base support services to the Australian Defence Force into the future,” Ms Gambaro said.  

Local Federal Member for Wakefield David Fawcett said that based on over 20 years in the Defence Force, he knows the importance of timely and effective garrison support.
"Service men and women who are focussing on delivering operational outcomes for Australia deserve to know that the local facilities and service they need to do their job will be there as and when they need them," Mr Fawcett said.
The five-year contracts have a cost in excess of $26 million per year and replace previous contracts for these services. This is the fourth in the series of a planned 11 regional contract re-tendering activities to be conducted by Defence.

The new contracts are expected to commence in December 2005.
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
