We are extremely proud of the men and women who wear the uniform of the Australian Defence Force – our Navy, our Army, and our Air Force. 
It is certainly worth every Australian remembering why they are in the south west Pacific. They’re doing what they always do on our behalf. They are there to support and protect Australians should they need that over the next few days to few weeks, should there be turmoil in Fiji. 
The hearts of every Australian will go out to these families and these service men and women who have been affected by this, and, as the CDF said, the investigations into the incident will continue. 
The operation will also continue. It is extremely important that we have our naval vessels, our Defence men and women, on standby should Australians need it. That’s what they were doing, and that’s what they always do.  
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
