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REFERRAL TO PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE
AS PART OF NATION BUILDING AND JOBS PLAN

Parliamentary Secretary for Defence Support, the Hon. Dr Mike Kelly AM MP and the Member for Blair, Mr Shayne Neumann MP, announced the referral of a project for 72 new houses in Ipswich to the Public Works Committee as part of the Nation Building and Jobs Plan.

“This construction project by Defence Housing Australia (DHA) will assist in meeting the accommodation needs of Australian Defence Force (ADF) members and their families posted to the Ipswich region. The housing, to be located in the suburb of Yamanto, is ideally located for ADF members working at RAAF base Amberley,” said Dr Kelly.

“A residential construction project of this scale in Ipswich can only have a positive effect on everyone involved. It will strongly support the building industry in Ipswich ensuring local jobs and supporting the community,” said Mr Neumann.

The new housing will enable DHA to upgrade the standard of housing provided to Defence personnel in the region and replace houses for which leases will expire in the next few years.

Pending approval by the Committee, the construction of the homes will be sourced through a select tender process to pre-qualified builders and will meet Defence and community standards.

"This project shows that the Nation Building and Jobs Plan is committed to making an impact in regional areas, supporting these communities while also having long term benefits for our serving Defence Force members," said Dr Kelly. 

DHA expects $251.6 million in funding under the Nation Building and Jobs Plan to construct a total of 802 homes across the country. 

The new housing will be located in areas that support Defence operational requirements in Ipswich, Adelaide, Canberra, Hobart, Sydney, Wagga Wagga, Wodonga, Nowra, Toowoomba, Brisbane, Darwin, Victoria, Townsville, Cairns, and Hunter Valley. 
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
