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PUBLIC MEETING ON AIR FORCE HERITAGE CENTRE 

A major public consultation forum will be held in May to discuss plans for the Air Force heritage display at RAAF Base Wagga, Parliamentary Secretary for Defence Support, the Hon. Dr Mike Kelly AM MP, announced today.

“This public meeting will allow members of the community who have an interest in recognising Wagga Wagga’s rich Air Force heritage to volunteer their services and help make this project a reality,” Dr Kelly said. 

“This will build upon the Wagga community’s strong support for an Air Force heritage display at RAAF Base Wagga, expressed in last year’s petition.”

“At this public forum, the Museum Reference Group will engage the community and present plans for the displays, the days it should be open, the resources required and volunteer recruiting and training,” Dr Kelly said.

The public meeting will occur on Thursday 21 May, at the Wagga Wagga Old Council Chambers from 7:00 – 9:00pm.

Defence has recently completed a $75,000 upgrade of the former museum building at the front gate of RAAF Base Wagga. Air Force is able to fund up to $130,000 for outfitting the building for the future heritage display, including lighting, window coverings, curtains, and display cabinets.  

The Museum Reference Group includes Kay Hull, MP, Member for Riverina representatives from the Wagga Wagga City Council, the local community, and Air Force. 

“The Museum Reference Group has worked well to develop a framework for the heritage display which will ensure that it remains a celebration of the links between the community of Wagga Wagga and the Air Force,” Dr Kelly said.  

Air Force has a long connection with Wagga Wagga dating back to World War II.
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
