Background:

“A History of Australian Strategic Policy since 1945” is a collection of primary-source strategic policy documents of the post Second World War period.  It includes the texts of fifteen declassified strategic guidance documents of the Australian Defence organisation from 1946 to 1976.  

This is the first time that the declassified documents have been published and collated into one publication, and will provide valuable insights for scholars of Australia’s defence and strategic policy.  

The book also contains commentary and an introductory essay by Dr Stephan Frühling from the ANU. 
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
