Background: 

Young Endeavour, a purpose-built sail training ship, conducts a program of voyages for Australians aged 16-23 and day sails for disadvantaged and disabled youth. 
The 11 day program is an intensive leadership and teamwork training activity for civilians, led by staff from the Royal Australian Navy.
The Young Endeavour Youth Scheme is funded by the Federal Government, and partially self funded through sponsorship and voyage fees.
The Young Endeavour will be arriving at Williamstown at the end of a voyage that originated from George Town, Tasmania.
The youth crew includes three Indigenous participants sponsored by the Federal Government’s Department of Families, Housing, Community Services and Indigenous Affairs (FaHCSIA) as part of an Indigenous community leadership program.
