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STUDENTS RECEIVE DEFENCE EXPERIENCE

Greg Combet, Minister for Defence, Personnel, Material and Science today congratulated the more than 160 Defence Technical Scholarship (DTS) students on their participation in visits to expand their knowledge and understanding of the technical trade career opportunities in the Australian Defence Force (ADF).

These DTS recipients, along with some of their teachers, have visited ADF and Defence industry sites in Melbourne, Adelaide, Brisbane, Sydney, Wagga Wagga and Albury.

“These students have taken time out of their school holidays to see first hand what the Navy, Army and Air Force Technical Trade careers could hold for them,” Mr Combet said. 

“Scholarship participants have had the chance to see first hand the bases, equipment and what the ADF lifestyle is really like. They were also able to ask questions of Defence personnel already doing these jobs and discover if this is the job for them.

“These types of experiences will only help the students further their technical trade career goals.”

Mr Combet said that Australia is experiencing a shortage of skilled technical tradespeople across all areas of industry and this is impacting on meeting recruitment targets for the ADF.

“The Defence Technical Scholarships are part of the Government’s $71 million program, to assist in attracting and recruiting more people to critical technical trade careers in the ADF,” Mr Combet said.

Defence Technical Scholarship recipients are under no obligation to join the ADF or the Defence sector on completion of their Scholarship year, however applicants must demonstrate a genuine interest in an ADF Technical Trade career pathway as part of the application process.
