However, the biggest intake was in Brisbane, where 62 new recruits were sworn in at Anzac Square in a special ceremony.
“Overall it’s a very interesting range of careers the recruits will be going to,” Mr Combet said.
“There are aircraft structural fitters, aircraft and avionic technicians, electricians, through to airfield defence guards, air surveillance operators, suppliers, cooks, dental assistants, fire fighters and photographers.”
“Once again this list of job categories illustrates the wide range of career opportunities available in our Air Force.”

“I congratulate all the new members of the Air Force, thank them for their commitment to serve their country and wish them well both in their initial training in Wagga Wagga and in their future Air Force careers.,”
As at 1 September 180 new personnel have joined the Air Force. This comes on top of Air Force’s 91 per cent achievement last financial year, with 1314 personnel joining the ranks.
