The Tenderer's "Supplier Environmental Sustainability Plan" provided in response to this Tender Schedule L - Environmentally Sustainable Procurement should include:
(e) how the Tenderer will optimise environmental sustainability in the carrying out of the Contractor's Activities and the Works, referencing focus areas and principles in the Environmentally Sustainable Procurement Policy. If the Tenderer cannot optimise environmental sustainability, the Tenderer is requested to explain why not;
(f) opportunities for innovation and how these will be considered and implemented by the Tenderer throughout the carrying out of the Contractor's Activities; and
(g) the Tenderer's corporate sustainability performance – that is, how does the Tenderer address environmental sustainability impacts associated with its business.
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
