Pursuant to clause 2.2(d) of the Tender Conditions, Tenderers are advised of the following amendments to the Tender Documents:
Amendments to the Tender Conditions in Part 1
Insert a new clause 2.1(b1) of the Tender Conditions as follows:

"Applicable Standards has the meaning given in clause 19.11(d) of the Conditions of Contract in Part 5;"
[bookmark: _Hlk219194759]Delete clause 4(a)(vii) of the Tender Conditions in its entirety and replace with the following:

The extent to which the Tenderer has demonstrated its capability to meet the Applicable Standards, provided details of its practices regarding labour regulations and ethical employment, promoting environmental sustainability in relation to the Services and its organisational commitment to ethical conduct and ensuring compliance with the Commonwealth Supplier Code of Conduct and the IPACE Supplier Code of Conduct and has outlined how the Project and its approach to the Services may directly benefit the Australian economy (noting that the type of information the Commonwealth is seeking is outlined in Tender Schedule H - Commonwealth Procurement Policy);"
Delete clause 18 in its entirety and replace it with the following:

"18.	COMMONWEALTH POLICIES

The Commonwealth is and will be subject to a number of Commonwealth requirements and policies, which support internal and external scrutiny of its tendering and contracting processes and the objectives of transparency, accountability and value-for-money, including to:
(a)	publish details of agency agreements, Commonwealth contracts, amendments and variations to any agreement or contract and standing offers with an estimated value of $10,000 or more on AusTender (the Commonwealth's business opportunity website located at www.tenders.gov.au);  
(b)	report and post on the internet a list of contracts valued at $100,000 or more and identify confidentiality requirements in accordance with the Senate Order on Department and Agency Contracts; 
(c)	report and post on the internet information about its contracts in other ways pursuant to its other reporting and disclosure obligations, including annual reporting requirements and disclosure to any House or Committee of the Parliament of the Commonwealth of Australia; and
(d)	disclose information to other Commonwealth departments, agencies or authorities by virtue of or in connection with their functions, or statutory or portfolio responsibilities or for any legitimate government purpose or process."
Delete clause 22(b)(iv) in its entirety and replace it with the following:

"(iv)	disclosed to any Commonwealth department, agency or authority:
A.	by virtue of or in connection with its functions, or statutory or portfolio responsibilities; or
B.	for any legitimate government purpose or process including policy development, research, compliance, regulatory and other non-commercial purposes;"		
Amendments to the Tender Schedules in Part 4
Delete paragraph (c) of Tender Schedule H – Commonwealth Procurement Policy and replace it with the following: 
"demonstrate its capability to meet the Applicable Standards (for example, in the form of a detailed explanation or plan outlining how the Tenderer intends to meet the Applicable Standards if it is the successful Tenderer):"
Insert a new paragraph (e) of Tender Schedule H – Commonwealth Procurement Policy as follows:
"provide details of its organisational commitment to ethical conduct and ensuring compliance with the Commonwealth Supplier Code of Conduct and the IPACE Supplier Code of Conduct, including by reference to applicable corporate policies or frameworks regarding ethics, governance and accountability:"
Amendments to the Conditions of Contract in Part 5
[bookmark: _Hlk169789379]Delete paragraph (d) of clause 5.12 in its entirety.
Insert a new clause 19.11 as follows:
"19.11        Applicable Standards
Without limiting the Consultant's obligations under this Contract, the Consultant must comply with the Applicable Standards in performing the Services.
The Commonwealth's Representative may, at any time, request that the Consultant provides:
evidence of relevant certifications demonstrating compliance with the Applicable Standards;
a certificate which certifies that (to the extent then applicable) the Consultant Material or the Services complies with the Applicable Standards; and
a corresponding certificate from each relevant subconsultant which certifies that (to the extent then applicable) all services performed by that subconsultant complies with the Applicable Standards.
The Consultant acknowledges that the Commonwealth may exercise any of its rights under this Contract (including under clauses 2.7 and 5.16) to carry out periodic auditing of the Consultant's compliance with clause 19.11.
In this clause 19.11, Applicable Standards means the specific international or Australian standards which are applicable to the Services as identified in the Contract (if any) except to the extent a dispensation from a relevant standard(s) has been granted pursuant to the Infrastructure Directorate Dispensations Process."
Delete clause 20.1 in its entirety and replace it with the following: 
"20.1 	General
The Consultant acknowledges that the Commonwealth is and will be subject to a number of Commonwealth requirements and policies which support internal and external scrutiny of its tendering and contracting processes and the objectives of transparency, accountability and value for money including to:

Delete clause 20.2(b)(v) in its entirety and replace it with the following:

B.	for any legitimate government purpose or process including policy development, research, compliance, regulatory and other non-commercial purposes;"
