DETERMINATION NO 13 OF 1996

SPECIAL ACTION FORCES ALLOWANCE

Pursuant to section 58H of the Defence Act 1903, the Defence Force Remuneration Tribunal
having inquired into Special Action Forces Allowance, hereby determines as follows:

Citation

1. This Determination may be cited as Determination No 13 of 1996, Special Action Forces
Allowance.

Definitions
2 In this Determination:
"designated Special Forces position" means :

(@)  apositionin the SASR designated by the Chief of the Defence Force as a Special
Forces position; or

(b)  another position designated by the Chief of the Defence Force as a Special Forces
position;

"qualified Special Forces member" means a member who has successfully completed:

(a)  the SASR Selection Course and additional Special Forces training as designated
by the Chief of the Defence Force; and

(b)  has 1 years’ service in an operational SASR Sabre Squadron or 2 years’ service
in the SASR since the member completed the SASR Selection Course, whichever
occurs first,

and who is performing continuous full-time service in a designated Special Forces
position;

"related activity" means a Special Forces activity designated by the Chief of the Defence
Force , other than an exercise or operation; -

"SASR" means the Special Air Service Regiment,
"trainee Special Forces member" means a member who:

(a) has successfully completed the SASR Selection Course and additional Special

Forces training as designated by the Chief of the Defence Force,

(b)  has not completed the period of service required of a qualified Special Forces
member; and

(c) is performing continuous full-time service in a designated Special Forces position;

"unqualified member" means a member who is an unqualified Special Forces member
performing duty as on-line support for the SASR Special Recovery Squadron.

Interpretation

3. In this Determination, a reference to the Chief of the Defence Force includes a reference
to a person authorised by the Chief of the Defence Force for the purpose of the provision in which
the reference occurs.

Special Action Forces Allowance

4, A qualified Special Forces member or a trainee Special Forces member posted to a
designated Special Forces position is entitled to Special Action Forces Allowance at the sum of
the rates specified in columns 4 and 5 of the Schedule opposite the description of the member in
column 3.

Allowance payable on deployments etc

5. If a member is deployed, detached or posted from the SASR on exercise, operations, or
related activities, either within Australia or overseas, the member continues to be entitled to
Special Action Forces Allowance as if the member had not been so deployed, detached or posted.

Qualified Special Forces member not in designated Special Forces position

6.1 A qualified Special Forces member performing continuous full-time service at the SASR,
but not in a designated Special Forces position, is only entitled, for a period of 3 years
commencing on the day on which the member commenced such service, to Special Action Forces
Allowance (Qualification and Skill) at the rate specified in item 1, column 4 of the Schedule.

6.2 A member to whom this clause applies is entitled to Special Action Forces Allowance
(Disability) at the following rate for each day or part of a day of the specified service:

(a) for a member who undertakes training (other than in a classroom environment) of
members of the SASR or participates in designated Special Forces exercises,
operations or related activities - the rate specified in item 1, column 5 of the
Schedule; and

(b)  for a member who performs on-line support duties with the SASR Special
Recovery Squadron - the rate specified in item 3, column 5 of the Schedule.
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6.3 At the end of the period of 3 years the Chief of the Defence Force may extend the period
by such further period as is reasonable in the circumstances, having regard to the exigencies of
the Service.

Trainee to receive qualified rate on operational deployment

7. If a trainee Special Forces member is deployed, detached or posted from the SASR on
operations or related activity for a period (either within Australia or overseas), the member is
entitled to be paid Special Action Forces Allowance for the period as if the member were a
qualified Special Forces member.

Qualified member in other Special Forces position - on occurrence rate for disability
8. A qualified Special Forces member who:
(a) occupies a designated Special Forces position not in the SASR; and

(b)  is engaged in training of other Special Forces personnel, or is deployed or detached
on a Special Forces exercise, operation or related activity as designated by the
Chief of the Defence Force for the purpose of this clause,

is entitled, for each day or part of a day the member is so engaged, Special Action Forces
Allowance (Disability) at the rate specified in item 1, column 5 of the Schedule.

Unqualified member - rate for disability

9, An unqualified member is entitled to be paid Special Action Forces Allowance (Disability)
at the rate specified in item 3, column 5 of the Schedule.

Payment of Special Action Forces Allowance to Reserve Forces member

10.1 A qualified Special Forces member in the Reserve Forces is entitled to Special Action
Forces Allowance for each day or part of a day on which the member undertakes training of
members of the SASR or participates in designated Special Forces exercises, operations or related
activities.

102 A member to whom this clause applies who undertakes training in a classroom

environment, or a staff function related to such training, for a period is not entitled to Special
Action Forces Allowance (Disability) for that period.

Allowance payable after completion of certain service

11.1 A member who ceases to occupy a designated Special Forces position is entitled, for the
period of 3 years beginning on the day on which the member ceases duty in such a position, to
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Special Action Forces Allowance (Qualification and Skill) at the rate specified:

(a) in the case of a qualified Special Forces member - in item 1, column 4 of the
Schedule; and

(b)  inthe case of a trainee Special Forces member - in item 2, column 4 of the
Schedule.

11.2 A member is not entitled under this clause during the period if the member:
(a) s entitled to Special Action Forces Allowance;

(b)  is not eligible to undertake further service in a designated Special Forces position;
or

(c) is excluded from service which would qualify for payment of the allowance by
reason of incapacity or otherwise.

11.3 If at the end of the period a member is unable to return to a designated Special Forces
position because of:

(a) the exigencies of the Service;

(b)  anillness or injury to the member; or

(c)  the family obligations of the member,
the Chief of the Defence Force may extend the period by such further period as is reasonable in
the circumstances.
Calculation of fortnightly and daily amounts

12.1 The rate of Special Action Forces Allowance payable to a member on a fortnightly basis
is to be calculated as follows:

12.2  The daily rate of Special Action Forces Allowance payable to a member is to be calculated
as one fourteenth part of the fortnightly rate.
