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CHAPTER 27

REGIMENTAL MARCHES, BUGLE CALLS AND TRUMPET CALLS

Introduction

27.1  The authorised regimental marches, bugle calls and trumpet calls of the Australian Army are
at annex A to this chapter.

Instructions for bugle calls and trumpet calls

27.2  The bugle calls and trumpet calls that are used by the Australian Army are issued as a
Defence Force School of Music instruction to bands, and pipes and drums.

Cavalry and artillery trumpet calls

27.3  During cavalry and dismounted artillery parades, the ‘E’ flat cavalry trumpet is to be used to
play the required calls. ‘B’ flat cornets or trumpets are not to be used for this purpose.

Bugle calls

27.4 During armoured, mounted artillery and all other parades, the ‘B’ flat bugle is to be used to
play the required calls. ‘B’ flat cornets or trumpets are not to be used for this purpose.

Approval

27.5 Approval for new or changes to existing calls and marches are to be sought through the
Commanding Officer, Australian Army Band and Director General Personnel-Army.
